E.A.R. v. State, 2009 WL 217979 (Fla. 2009) Great opinion by the Supreme Court resolving the con-
flict between the 2nd & 4th on disposition.  It is pretty lengthy but includes a great analysis and his-
tory on disposition and more importantly made it more difficult to depart from the recommended 
disposition.  

The Supreme Court has now made it more difficult to depart from the recommendation by stating

The Court also stated:  "We conclude that simply parroting [the PDR] is insufficient to justify depar-

L.D.K. v. State, 2009 WL 331662 (Fla. 2d DCA 2009) Disposition for fleeing and eluding a police offi-
cer was incorrect as child was placed on probation beyond one year.  Could not be addressed on di-
rect appeal because the issue was not preserved for appellate review by objecting during the disposi-
tion hearing or by filing a motion in accordance with Florida Rule of Juvenile Procedure. 8.135(b).  
Affirmed without prejudice to file an appropriate motion for collateral relief.   Maureen Surber, APD,  
wrote appeal.  

F.T. v. State, 2009 WL 559938 (Fla. 5th DCA 2009) Child committed to level 6 placement for one year 

after being found guilty of possession of less than 20 grams of cannabis.  Child refused a drug test.   

DJJ requested probation.  PDR showed child had never been found guilty of a criminal offense.  Judge

dation.  EAR v. State, 34 FLW S 120 (FLA. Jan. 30, 2009) 

M.B. v. State,  2009 WL 559868 (Fla. 5th DCA 2009) Judge Johnson ordered a child to a level 6 com-

mitment facility when DJJ recommended probation.  Child failed to preserve issue in accordance with 

Florida Rule of Juvenile Procedure 8.135.  The State cross-appealed on the basis that the judge argued 

985.433(7)(a) and (b) were unconstitutional because the statute gives sentencing discretion only to 

DJJ.  Reversed on this issue stating the court does have discretion as long as the reason for departure 

are supported by a preponderance of the evidence. 

J.M. v. State, 2009 WL 413433 (Fla. 5th DCA  2008)  Judge found child committed six offenses grow-

son heard the motion on the 40th day.  Reversed and remanded to vacate one of the charges.

Child stopped for riding a bicycle without a rear light.  Police noticed he did not have a bell and arrested 
him.  They found marijuana on him.  A bicycle infraction is noncriminal and a person cannot be arrested for 
such an infraction.  Motion to suppress should have been granted.  Reversed.  Carol J.Y. Wilson, Assistant 
Public Defender, wrote this.  

 

C.C.N. v. State, 2009 WL 187896 (Fla. 2D DCA 2009)

J.L.D. v. State, 2009 WL 211928 (Fla. 2d DCA 2009) 

Trial judge took over questioning for assistant state attorney; however his questions did not raise the resti-
tution amount.  Cost of towing car that was broken into was not shown by competent evidence. 

 

J.C. v. State, 2009 WL 211928 (Fla. 5th DCA 2009) 

Judge held restitution hearing without the child present.  State did not prove that the child knowingly and 
voluntarily waived the right to be present.  It was error to proceed in his absence.  Reversed and re-
manded.  Written by Robert Wildridge, Assistant Public Defender.  

 

E.D.P. aka E.M.P. v. State, 2009 WL 564398 (Fla. 2d DCA 2009) Victim testified at restitution hearing that 
a valuable knife was taken in the burglary.  The child was unaware that the victim wanted restitution for it 
until the hearing.  It was not in the charging document.  Although the issue was not preserved properly for 
appeal, it is a fundamental error.  Reversed part of restitution order representing value of the knife.  Victim 
also lost a firearm, a bicycle and a laptop but the state failed to present evidence of the fair market value of 
the items (the original market cost, the manner in which the item was used, the general condition and per-
centage of depreciation).  Remanded for a new hearing.  At the new hearing, the judge will also need to 
determine the earnings the child may reasonably expect to make and set a commencement date for the 
payments after giving the child a reasonable amount of time to get a job.   

 

M.A.M. v. Vincent Vurro , 2009 WL 32416 (Fla. 2d DCA 2009) 

Child held in detention on domestic violence charge for two 48 periods of time and then 21 days.  Florida 
Statute sections 985.255(2) and 985.26(2) prohibit detention for more than 21 days.  Also, if the child is 
charged with DV, which does not otherwise meet detention criteria, the court must make specific written 
findings that respite care is unavailable and secure detention is required to prevent victim injury. However 
even with the written findings, the child may not be held in detention for more than 21 days.  Writ granted.

¶ Requiring mandatory parole hearings after 8 years for adult inmates originally sentenced as juveniles, 

while excepting various violent offenses.  Brandi Davis, Law Fellow, SPLC, Member SJDC 

 

HB 173  by Sandy Adams 

¶ Provision to extend jurisdiction over child beyond age 19, and also childôs parents, in order to col-
lect costs and fees:  The juvenile courts will have a huge caseload increase and become collection courts 

for costs, fees and restitution .    

¶ Increased use of detention: All children committed to high risk residential must be held in secure deten-

tion.  This will undoubtedly effect girls the most as there are fewer beds in Florida for them.  Further-

more, a child may be held in secure detention if the child fails to appear in court until the trial con-

cludes.  Related Bills:  SB654. 

 

HB 997  Student Discipline and School Safety    Zero tolerance does not require reporting to law 93 enforce-

ment petty acts of misconduct and misdemeanors, 94 including, but not limited to, disorderly conduct, disrupt-

ing a 95 school function, simple assault or battery, affray, theft of 96 less than $300, trespassing, and vandal-

ism of less than $1,000.

SB 1508  Juvenile Proceedings/Mental Competency Requires an evaluation of mental competency to pro-

ceed for every child 10 years of age or younger who is the subject of a court hearing.   

 

SB 108  Restraints/Use During Juvenile Proceedings by Wilson  Prohibits the use of instruments of re-

straint on a child during court proceedings or elsewhere in a courthouse.  Some exceptions.

The team will be working on three projects regarding access to competent counsel.  The first will be a 

pilot project implementing the new Florida Supreme Court rule of the meaningful opportunity to con-

fer with counsel, the second will be implementing the Model Guidelines for Representation of Chil-

dren in Delinquency Court in Florida, and the third will be improving detention advocacy and writ 

practice.  These projects will be funded through the generous grant from the MacArthur Foundation 

for one year which is renewable for two additional years.   

 

It has been 23 years but I still remember ñHeatherò like it was 
yesterday.  She was only 13 years old and had been in foster 
care since she was 4.  Needless to say she was angry and had 
begun committing increasingly serious crimes.  I was a young, 
overwhelmed PD when I was appointed to represent her on her 
first felony.  She looked so scared I put my pen down and instead 
of taking notes just started talking to her.  She was very bright 
and just fed up with the system.  Like a lot of kids she    didnôt see 
a future and saw no reason to behave. 

 

I decided to take a chance on her and began lobbying DCF 
and the SA to give her a huge break and let her go to counseling 
before making any decisions about prosecuting.  For my part I 
promised to stay in touch and represent her if she came back to 
face the charges.  For whatever reason Heather decided to trust 
me and give the system one more chance. 

 

The last time I heard from her (I did keep in touch for a num-
ber of years) she was married, with children and a masters de-
gree.  Sometimes you can make a difference.
